COMMUNITY CABLE TELEVISION

It is the Administrative policy of the Southwestern Oregon Community College District that the college if it so decides, utilize community television cable systems to provide information, enrichment, and instruction to members of the college community who are able to receive college television programming.  The procedures for college utilization of community television cable systems shall be specified by the president and shall be consistent with the philosophy, functions, and policies of the college district.


Access to the community television system shall be available to all citizens, agencies, organizations and institutions subject to procedures available from the college.  The president of the college shall have the authority to approve or deny system access.


All policies and procedures governing operation of the college's system shall be reviewed each academic year by the Television Advisory Committee.  Recommended changes in policies or procedures shall be given to the Dean of Instructional and Student Services for transmission to the president and the Board of Education.


All Community Cable Television shall be nonprofit and noncommercial.
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
