MINIMUM STANDARDS FOR PART-TIME FACULTY 

TEACHING COURSES CARRYING TRANSFER CREDIT


It is the Administrative policy of the Southwestern Oregon Community College District that to achieve the college goal of recruiting and selecting superior teachers, minimum requirements at Southwestern Oregon Community College for teaching courses carrying credit shall usually be:


1. Courses carrying lower division transfer credit:
a. 
A Master's degree in the academic area of the teaching assignment; or

b. 
A Master's degree and 24 graduate quarter hours in the academic area of the teaching assignment.


2. Technical/Professional courses:
a. 
A Bachelor’s degree in a relevant area and three years of significant experience in the field.
b.
A Master’s degree is preferred.

3. Developmental Education:
a.
A Bachelor’s degree in an area relevant to the teaching assignment.

A Master’s degree is preferred.
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
