

PathwayOregon Terms and Conditions 

The PathwayOregon program is considered a partnership between the university and participating students. This information outlines the terms and conditions of the financial and academic support offered through the University of Oregon as well as the obligations and expectations of PathwayOregon students.   
University of Oregon’s PathwayOregon Offer

PathwayOregon is the University of Oregon’s commitment to provide tuition and fees to Oregon students who might not otherwise be able to afford college tuition without accruing debt.  The commitment of support offered to PathwayOregon students goes beyond the financial. PathwayOregon students are provided advisors who guide and support them, track their academic progress, and, refer them to campus resources, including mentors, intended to enhance their academic experience and success.   
Terms and Conditions of PathwayOregon Support

The financial support offered through PathwayOregon is limited to twelve academic terms of full-time enrollment. These twelve terms may be spread over five years, a period that begins with the student’s first term of enrollment.  

PathwayOregon requires students to enroll in and complete at least 12 credit-hours per term.  However, students will need to complete an average of 15 credit-hours per term in order to earn their undergraduate degrees within the twelve terms of PathwayOregon funding.  During this time, students must remain in good academic standing. 

PathwayOregon funding is not for use in summer term; however, students may still qualify for summer financial aid.  Students should contact the Office of Student Financial Aid and Scholarships to determine summer term aid eligibility.
PathwayOregon is offered only to students who continue to receive the Federal Pell Grant as part of their financial aid package each year. Students are required to complete and submit forms for financial aid and scholarships, including the FAFSA, annually by March 1.

PathwayOregon Student Obligations

PathwayOregon promises financial and academic support to qualifying students. In exchange, students are expected to make decisions that lead to their academic success and to commit to behaviors that keep them on track to graduate within twelve terms. This includes the expectation that students will:  
· Meet with an academic advisor each term during their freshmen year
· Develop a four-year academic plan early in their freshmen year
· Complete at least one writing course and four courses that satisfy one of the three group requirements during their freshman year
· Start coursework that fulfills either the math or foreign language requirement by the end of their sophomore year
· Choose a major and meet with a faculty advisor by the start of their junior year
