The goals of the PathwayOregon program are realized through a committed partnership between the University of Oregon and Pathway students.  As a Pathway student, you have been promised that all tuition and fees to attend the UO for twelve terms will be covered by federal, state, and institutional financial aid.   The university is also committed to your success as a student, and toward that end has invested in academic and advising resources that will help you earn your undergraduate degree within the twelve terms of funding.    

Earning a degree from the UO within twelve terms will require that you have a four-year graduation plan in place and that you fulfill some general university requirements during your first two years.   To fulfill your obligations within our Pathway Partnership, we ask that you agree to the following as benchmarks toward earning your undergraduate degree.
Partnership Agreement

During my freshmen year I will

· Meet each term with an academic advisor   

· Draft a four-year graduation plan
· Complete at least one writing course 

· Complete four classes that satisfy one of the three group requirements.

During my sophomore year, I will 
· Begin coursework that will fulfill either the math
 or foreign language requirement.
By no later than the start of my junior year, I will
· Declare a major
· Meet with a faculty advisor in my major department.

I understand that by adhering to the above expectations, I am fulfilling my end of the Pathway Partnership Agreement.
