Prerequisites: ECE 209 & 209B; Central Background Registry (CBR) check is required for this course. The third in a
sequence of courses with a practicum co-requisite designed to assist students gaining experience working with young
children in a laboratory or qualified preschool setting.

ECE 150 01 Introduction and Observation - (4 Credit) Online
